All existing Category C1, C and C+E drivers must undertake 35 hours Driver CPC Periodic training by 10th September 2014.

Drivers passing their LGV test after 10th September 2009 must also complete the 35 hours Driver CPC Periodic training.

E P Training Services Ltd has developed various courses that will allow students to comply with the training requirements of both ADR and the Driver CPC Periodic at the same time
